Broken down pleasure craft found 4 miles south east
of Beadnell.

At 3.04pm on Friday 27th August, 1999, Tyne Tees Coastguard rceived a radio
call for assistance from the small pleasure boat “Wee Beastie”, with six persons on
board. The boat, a Shetland fibre glass boat with outboard, reported that it ha broken
down and was drifting. Seahouses Inshore Lifeboat was called out, and found the boat
approximatly 4 miles to the south east of Beadnell. It was towed to Beadnell, where
